Because we find it inhumane that arms and legs are torn off children, babies are 
poisoned, starved or beheaded and their lives intentionally prematurely ended 
through abortion, we started this human rights organization. In Dutch, our  
foundation is called AbortusInformatie.nl, in English AbortionInformation.eu 
 

1. The goal of the foundation is  
 
(a) to be active in the area of human rights, sexuality, abortion and the possible 

consequences of it, amongst others, by providing information, support and 
shelter; 

(b) carry out further actions which, in all senses of the word, relate to or could be 
conducive to above mentioned areas. 

 
2. The foundation aims to achieve her goals, amongst others, by: 
 
(a) providing information and education to promote public awareness on abortion: 

procedures, consequences, experiences and development of a baby in the 
womb; 

(b) supporting women with an unplanned pregnancy (medical, material, financial, 
emotional and mental help), also after the birth of their baby; 

(c) offering special provisions and courses for parents and the child, in order to 
promote their well being; 

(d) setting up ‘abortion information centers’, a contact point for forced abortions, 
and organize platform days, symposia and theme days; 

(e) providing opportunities for help after abortion (or sexual abuse) through so-
called healing groups/retreats, peers’ days, commemorative monuments and/

or memorial services; the foundation also aims to offer women (post abortion) 
consolation, information, support and healing; 

(f) providing sexual education to help prevent unplanned pregnancy (prevention 
through education), sexually transmitted diseases STD’s etc., as well as offer-
ing medical diagnosis of STD’s and other related diseases; 

(g) attention to monitoring and ensuring implementation of due care standards 
surrounding abortion, also availability of an adequate offer of legal assistance 
with regards to the abortion issue; 

(h) promoting the kind of legislation and regulations, as a result of which more   
restraint and a careful approach towards abortion will be taken, with more    

options coming into being for expectant mothers to give up their (not yet born) 
baby, as well as issuing advice and proposals to the government in this matter; 

 
all in the broadest sense of the word. 
 
The foundation aims to operate on both micro and macro level. The foundation is 
open to cooperation with other individuals and/or legal entities as well as with other 
organizations in the above mentioned areas.

Method of conception does not determine our  
value. We have beating hearts too, and feel pain, just like you. Help the mother.

On 11.11.11, we pioneered the first center in the  

Netherlands for women contemplating abortion, where 
not only information can be given concerning abortion, 
but also offering material goods for mother and baby, at 
no cost, to help alleviate financial struggles if the mother 
decides not to abort after all. We offer when possible 
maternity wear, along with baby clothes, cot, maxi-cosi, 
bottles, box, stroller etc. as can be seen in the pictures. 
 
From it’s inception, it has been our vision to have these centers throughout the 
country, and have it carried on a broader scale. We are delighted to have initiated 

offering pregnant mothers free baby articles and financial help, paving the way for 
others to follow suit, saying ‘I like that idea!’ which was our objective. 
Please do contact us if you have space available which 
can be used for this purpose. 
 
We are extremely grateful to those who donated baby  
articles, provided space, and those who have offered 
shelter. In the future we would like to combine this with 
elderly, as they bring so much extra to the table.

We are often told that if you have an abortion, you can forget and move on. Some 

women, however, regret their abortion decision. 
Many discard these women if she has negative feelings afterwards, and she can be 
affected by the discomfort and denial in much of the medical community for this 

‘common medical procedure’. What if she did it 
to please others? 
 
Abortion can lead to emotional struggles. 
Women can feel alone, overwhelmed by grief, 
or (suppressed) anger towards those who let 
them down, or a sense of shame, or guilt over 

the death of their unborn child. Some have a 
burdened conscience, or they can be dealing 
with sensitive issues. What about answering 
medical questions throughout life such as: 

‘What surgeries have you had, how many pregnancies have you had? How many 
children do you have?’ can cause a conscience burden. Even if you lose your job, 
you are allowed to grieve. Abortion is about life and death—an unnatural death 
causing premature ending of our child’s life. Lives taken so young. Everyone deals 
with death in their own manner. One woman wrote: ‘Just because I had an abortion 
doesn’t mean I’m not grieving.’ 

 
These women are not alone, as there is help, healing, and hope available. 
There are quite a few possibilities for men, women and families to recover emotion-
ally after an abortion. Let us journey together, to bring healing to our souls. Although 
some believe merely reminding them to think of what their rational logic was as at 
the time, we believe other facets and emotions also come into play, and can be  
addressed, such as denial, anger, grief, and healing a broken heart. 
For this reason, we now have around 5 different courses translated, for use in the 
Netherlands. When we started, there was only one method available in the country  
- our vision was to see this expanded.  

 
It is our intent to offer those hurting with a list with choices of where they can go to 
work through their feelings associated with their abortion. We have been there our-
selves. Our approach is to make available choices for the 
method that suits them best, for their abortion recovery. 
For example a weekend retreat with loved ones by their 
side, including men, or ‘do it yourself’ at home workbook, 
or weekly meetings with others who have had an abortion 
in a small setting a chapter at a time, or online, or  
individually, to name just a few. 

 
We look forward to working with others to roll this out  
further, alongside our current personal approach.

2017 in general was the year in which. amongst others: CASA (an abortion chain 

that claimed to do ½ of the abortions in the Netherlands) went bankrupt. 
 
Trump signed an executive order prohibiting US aid from supporting international 
groups that promote abortion, which is having far reaching effects, and was picked 
up by ms Ploumen in the Netherlands, who started She Decides to fund the annual 
loss of money. Trump also proclaimed January 22 to be National Sanctity of Human 
Life day. Furthermore, USA changed wording from ‘at every stage of life’ in plans for 
Health and Human Services (HHR) 2018-2022 to: ‘serving and protecting Ameri-
cans at every stage of life, from conception.’  And ‘a core component of the HHS 
mission is the dedication to serve all Americans from conception to natural death.’ 

 
Numbers: trend of number of abortions of Dutch babies (not including foreigners): 
in 1990 18.304 abortions, in 2016 26.482 (45% increase) while the rate of births in 
1990 was 1 abortion : 10.7 births, but in 2016 this was 1 abortion : 6.5 live births, 
based on numbers Waz 2016 and CBS data. Marketed as ‘no real change’, it would 
appear quite a shift, contradicting Netherlands international claims that legalizing 
abortion lowers numbers. Official Dutch numbers in government Waz reports do not 
include embryo’s discarded through IVF, contraceptive methods, emergency contra-
ception/morning after pill, etc. preventing implementation in the first week of life. 
 

Most women in the Netherlands ask for abortion due to failed contraception, says  
abortion clinic manager who retired in 2017 after 12 years. She says every year

Because many people have an opinion about abortion without having all the infor-
mation at their disposal, we educate the public, so people can make a decision / 
form an opinion based on the right information. We find it a disservice to the victims 
to publish sanitized pictures that don’t fully reflect their plight. Experience teaches 
us that when people see the truth about what happens to a victim, they might 
change their mind. Perhaps at first angry, as the new information contradicts the 
thoughts already in their mind, but later some say ‘Now that I see this and I have 
the time to think about it, I'm not for abortion anymore.’ We focus mainly on  
informing the general public, those with a functioning conscience who are open to 
realistic information, as opposed to extreme ‘die-hard’ feminists.

Our founder Salome van der Wende was asked to lobby at the United Nations in 
Geneva, Switzerland in May 2017, during the 70th WHO Assembly (World Health 
Organisation), with over 4.000 delegates in attendance.  
The World Health Assembly is the decision-making body of WHO. She did this as 
UN representative for the Netherlands, Endeavour Forum Inc., an NGO in special 
consultative status with ECOSOC (UN Economic and Social Council). 
 
In the course of a few days she was able to lobby, based on her own abortion  
testimony, with some 40 representatives from 23 countries, from the Caribbean to 
Africa and from Indonesia to South America. Most of the people held decision 

making positions, varying from Director Generals of Ministry of Health, Directors 
Ministry of Health, Director of medicine, program manager Health Sector depart-
ment, Hon. Minister of Public Health, Counsellor permanent mission Public Health 
specialist, Director of Health mobile and children, Minister of Health director of 
pharmaceuticals, Director of program management for WHO Africa, Minister of 
Health and environment, Permanent secretary Ministry of Health, Regional com-
munication adviser for WHO Africa, Minister of State in charge of Public Health 
and Primary Health Care, and others. They were keen, and it was time well spent. 
 

Of the 40 interested ambassadors and health ministers she spoke with, almost all 
received the handout package she had made with information on abortion. 
 
A few recognized her from 2 years ago, one grabbing her arm saying: ‘We had a 
good talk last year – keep up the good work!’ When she asked a Director General 
Ministry of Health about abortion in his country, he said: ‘It’s not the right time’, 
with intent to introduce abortion in the future.  

Salome says: ‘In the ¾ hour that followed as we sat talking though, he repeatedly 
responded to what I was saying with “you are right”, “you are right”, “you are right” 
clearly giving him things to think about. I also had an interesting chat with a doctor 
who did illegal abortions in a country in Africa, and her conscience with her faith. 
After chatting, one Minister of Health said: ‘I am so glad I met you!’  
Speaking with an Australian doctor at a bus stop, Salome brought up the topic of 
maternal deaths, to which the doctor responded that of 7 billion people, 5 billion 
are more than 2 hours away from a medical facility. This for sure has an effect.

‘Should we ever be allowed to decapitate or dismember a child? 
Abortion is the killing of a living human being. 
We mutilate them, we rip off their arms and legs, torture them, poison them, starve 
them, behead them, squash their heads with white brain matter oozing out …  
Harm is never in the best interest of the children. 
 

‘These extremely vulnerable babies are not objects (to be discarded) but they are 
subjects (they are citizens) to be protected.

In October 2017 we were called on at the last minute to contribute a submission 
statement, to push back the proposed changes General Comment 36 of the  
Human Rights Committee, seeking to reinterpret ‘the inherent right to life’. This 
also includes the death penalty which is forbidden on children and pregnant 
women. 
The proposal had been for article 6 ICCPR to effectively require all States to  
allow abortion up until birth and make it virtually impossible to enforce any  
regulations or restrictions that exist in criminal law, and furthermore proposed to 
deny to protect the right to life of the unborn child in favour of the ‘right to  
abortion’. 

 
We submitted our paper, the last version of which can be seen on the next 
page. 
This included that abortion takes life, causing unnatural premature death, and to 
not ignore the sovereignty of UN member States.  
 
‘Many women are unable to effectively negotiate the terms and conditions of 
their sexual interactions due to persuasion, coercion, or violence against them 
by controlling males. Legalizing abortion empowers those who dominate her, 
and doesn’t reduce this oppression, rather abortion becomes another weapon 

coercers use against the women they dominate. This is not a human right.’ 
 
For a long time, our organization name AbortionInformation.eu was at the top of 
the listing of documents submitted, due to the alphabetical order, before it was 
finally rearranged into groups at a much later date.

‘I live in a country called the Netherlands – a country that flirts with death. 
According to Encyclopaedia Britannica, the Netherlands was one of the most 
densely populated countries until 1960. In 1881 the New Malthusian Union was 
started, promoting birth control in large working families. The secretary was Dr  
Rutgers – a name you may be familiar with nowadays, with the merger of Rutgers 

WPF World Population Foundation – to lower world population. 
Our Queen Beatrix’s gynaecologist (Haspels) invented the morning after pill and 
helped develop the abortion pill. Some Dutch doctors from the Netherlands were at 
the start of the founding of IPPF International Planned Parenthood Foundation. 
IPPF now proudly promotes their work in 172 countries (there are 196 countries in 
the world), with Bert van Herk – a Dutchman – 3rd trustee https://tinyurl.com/ai-ippf, part of 
the government council of IPPF, and signed the IPPF financial report 2013-2014.  
The first 12 years, IPPF resided in the building of the Eugenics Society. Have you 
heard of the term “crypto eugenics”? Their aim is to achieve their goal through 
means and instruments not labeled as eugenics. Rutgers reports show that 2/3 of 

those having abortions were actually using contraception. 
 
‘Propaganda is used to influence a mindset, with clear marketing slogans and  
emotional stories, indoctrinating women to kill their children. 
With slogans like “My Body”, blissfully ignoring the fact that if we have a baby boy 
growing inside us, we would then have 4 hands, 4 feet, 2 heads, and a penis. 
 
‘In our time of sexual freedom, fornication and adultery is fine but babies are  
unwanted. Women on Waves sails after the bad babies as merchant of death, 
while their Women on Web offers their ‘mail order murder’ spreading her tentacles 

wide seeking whom she can further devour. 
 
‘Some celebrate the killing of the undocumented – the unseen group of babies who 
are poisoned, starved, decapitated, and torn limb from limb in torturous death. 
‘I felt powerless going into that abortion clinic. Abortion didn’t empower me, like the 
die-hard feminists (who don’t mind babies dying hard) would have us think. 
Human rights are baby rights, and baby rights are human rights. Yet we  
discriminate on age and location. The Declaration on the Rights of the Child 
(preamble) says that children need special safeguards and care, including  
appropriate legal protection, both BEFORE as well as after birth.  

I mourn the loss of my child, and all children killed through abortion. 
A few years ago I mentioned in an interview in Brussels, Belgium, that I was there 
to save the next generation of Europe. A Europe proud of it’s heritage. But the 
demographic winter has started, and as we speak, our culture is shifting.

We sent political party ChristenUnie (CU) information regarding CSE Compre-
hensive Sex Education, and ‘ice-cream coated cockroaches’, after returning 
from abroad, recommending CU to have a post in the new Dutch government 
cabinet as minister of education and health. 
 

At Savethe1 Rebecca’s request, Salome 
(director of the European division) shared 
her story with USA congressman Trent 
Franks, about rape exceptions for abortion. 
 
We spoke with a gynaecologist how to notice residue abortion pill in a woman. 
Shared. Also discussed miscarriage, and settings on ultrasound machine. 
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Salome van der Wende was Interviewed by a man 
from Budapest Hungary about her abortion   
experience. This was handed to the State Exam 
Committee. Contact was through a journalist  
Salome had met earlier when speaking in Hungary  
Christian Democrat building. 
 

We were asked to make an overview of where women visiting the Netherlands for  
abortion can be referred to, for help in their own local various European nations, if they 
choose not to abort their baby after all. This required a lot of interaction with many  
European pro-life organizations. Upon completion we were then asked if it was ok to 
share this information with Schreeuw om Leven. Yes. 
 

A gentleman notified us they had translated and subtitled 
the SingALittleLouder film which we were involved in 
making earlier, for a project in their church. We placed

We were able to use 2 handouts we made of the last 10 years statistically significant  
studies available regarding premature/low birth weight links to abortion (40 studies), and 
breast cancer risk after abortion (47 studies). 45 of the 47 studies reported increased 
breast cancer risk for women with prior induced abortion, compared to giving birth, with 

only 2 reporting lower risk. Statistically significant studies mean those that are at least 
95% confident of increased or decreased risk. http://abortusinformatie.nl/doc/

If a young childless pregnant woman gets an induced abortion, will she thereby increase 
her age at her first full-term pregnancy? 

Yes. It has been settled science for at least 30 years that the earlier a woman’s first  
full-term pregnancy, the lower her lifetime breast cancer risk.  
Most ‘experts’ when posed with this question will avoid directly answering it. 
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BBC radio 4 Women’s Hour 
asked to submit views for their 
radio program about 50th anni-
versary of the 1967 Abortion 
Act.

We sent information along the following lines: 

Sir,  –  I have been following with interest the current de-
bate on abortion in Ireland. Especially in light of some re-
ferring to “the Netherlands experience”. As a Dutch 
woman who has been through abortion following rape, I 
would like to rectify some misunderstandings. Statistics on the Netherlands are 
questionable, as they give an incomplete picture. 
For starters, babies over 24 weeks are not included on the annual government 
Waz abortion reports. More than half the 77 interviewed gynaecologists in North 
Holland aborted babies after 24 weeks, according to the Volkskrant newspaper 
16 March 1996*, but most were signed off as ‘natural death’.  We also started the 

infamous “Groningen protocol” under which newly born infants deemed to be  
severely disabled can be euthanized. Although it has been mandatory since 
2007 to report these - and abortions past 24 weeks - separately in LZA reports, 
hardly any are reported [eg 2007-2015: only 17 after 24 weeks and 1 born]. 
Furthermore, the 5 day waiting period is not required for babies up to 6 weeks 
LMP (44 days). For years it was not mandatory to include these 
‘OverTijdBehandeling’ (OTB) or ‘OverDueTreatment’ numbers. Our Health  
Minister said 15 March 2013 there are over 16.000 OTB’s – a big number – but 
the 2012 Waz annual report said only 25% of the 30.000 abortions were OTB. 
The law also says that preventing the implantation of a fertilized egg is not  

considered an abortion – even though the baby is already a week old then [200 
cells on day 6] (often referred to as 3 weeks or 21 days after LMP). 
So there are many statistical smoke screens in which it appears that not all early 
and late abortions are counted. In 1975 the number of Dutch babies killed in 
abortion was around 15.500, but by 2005 this almost doubled. Our abortion ratio 
jumped 65% between 1990 and 2012, from 93 to 153. Forty years of killing  
babies has caught up with us, as missing young people/workforce/taxpayers has 
lead to economic and demographic effects. To help and educate other women I 
founded AbortionInformation.eu, along with being director of SaveThe1.eu, and I 
speak of my abortion as SilentNoMore.eu for the Netherlands.

firstborn, etc.  
 
Salome was interviewed by 
the United Kingdom on the Breakfast Show of English Branch FM, with a potential of 
500.000 listeners. 
 

As one of the Savethe1 speakers, Salome was asked to send in 6-10 pages of her 
abortion experience, for inclusion as a chapter in a new book, with (baby) pictures.  
 
We sent a journalist documents about anesthesia Bloemenhove abortion clinic,  
noting ‘voormalig tropenartsen en huisartsen’… ‘ook (getrainde) basisartsen deze 
taken kunnen uitvoeren’, ‘akkoord van de inspectie voor deze (niet officieel erkende) 
incompany opleiding’ to Nederlands Dagblad. 
 
CASA abortion clinics repeatedly took down any posts on their forum in which our 
name was mentioned. (We ourselves never posted anything and have no idea who 

did.)  
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We informed about the morning after pill on a post regarding Malta. (6.000 are sold 
every week in the Netherlands.)  
If sperm penetrates an egg, and cells multiply, that means there is life… not only 
when the (already 200 cells on day 6) new life nestles into the side of the womb after 
a week.  
It is a convenient twist to say that pregnancy doesn’t start at conception, but only 
starts at implementation a week later, thereby able to claim that the morning after 

pill is not an abortifacient.  
Morning after pill does a number of things, but also prevents implantation of the  
blastocyst - it changes the lining of the womb so the new life cannot attach, hence 
starving the new life of nutrients, whereby the new life dies.  
By ‘moving the goal post’ from life starting when egg and sperm unite, fertilization/
conception, to claiming a pregnancy only starts a week later at implantation (200 
cells on day 6) they can then claim it does not cause an abortion.

This year saw a positive  

development in judicial aid, 
something we as Abortus 
Informatie.nl have been  
lobbying for, for many years. 
We are thankful for the help. 
 
(1)  Belgium police 
After conferring with Belgian 
legal counsel, we publicized 
pictures in 2017 showing the 

Belgian police confiscating 
our signs during a display in 
front of the European Parliament earlier.  
 
Between 3.500 to 6.000 ABVV FGTB trade union workers had been gathering in 
the same place at the same time, causing disruption, snatching signs out of our 
hands, despite the timely registration 17 days prior, which was ample time for the 
police to prepare for various groups.  
One of the signs Salome was carrying even landed on a policeman’s head.  
The police also would not allow Van der Wende to hold the speech she had been 

asked to give there. 
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The following day, after publicizing our 
pictures in 2017 of confiscation of our 
signs (which police later destroyed), 
Belgium stated on the news that there 
would no longer be poorly trained and 

equipped policemen at  
demonstrations. 
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What had happened: 
 
Founder Salome van der Wende took part in a 
Pro-life Manifest in front of the EU,  
Luxembourg Square, Brussels, Belgium.  
‘I took along 6 signs, and was to hold a 15 
minute speech.  

In our allotted time slot and space the trade 
union group appeared, initiating upheaval by 
snatching our sign(s), before police arrived.  
3 parties were involved: (A) us (human rights 
group), (B) trade union and (C) police. 
 
‘Instead of stopping the trade union, police 
forcefully stopped our public awareness  
campaign, took our signs and forced us off the 
premises. We object to the forceful way the  

police confiscated our signs, discriminated on 
content and handled the situation. 
 
‘The police didn’t fulfill its duty to protect our 
rights to free speech and should have done 
more to separate the 2 groups.

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(2) We sought legal advice for an unusual encounter we had with radio/TV media 
Evangelische Omroep EO on the actual day of their 50 year celebration, when we 
did a one-man action in front of their premises, on the public street. There had 
been too few days left to do the paperwork with the council beforehand, so we 
chose to do a one-man display on the public walkway in front of their office, as  
different laws apply then. 
 

Earlier that week some well-known EO-faces had said in a Pauw TV program, that 
they had been ‘too activist’ on ethical issues in the past. http://www.uitzendinggemist.net/

aflevering/389221/Pauw.html  [EO ... ‘en activistisch met streng over homosexualiteit, abor-
tus, euthenasie en evolutie’ … activism about ethical topics … ‘te activistisch’]. We 
wanted to show them how we did activism. 
 
A man claiming to work for EO (who twice when asked refused to give his name): 
(a) attempted to confiscate and walk away 

with AbortusInformatie.nl’s courtesy 
sign, during our education display on 

the public walkway; 
(b) then sat on our sign when we asked for 

it to be returned, after putting it behind 
his back out of reach; 

(c) attempted to silence Van der Wende 
later in an intimidating manner from in-
forming others of what took place, with 
his hands on our other picture signs.  

 
AbortusInformatie.nl requested to talk with 

EO manager Arjan Lock, ‘om dit in goede harmonie op te lossen’  and that ‘wat mij 
betreft hoeft het niet zo ver te komen’ [om aangifte te doen]. 
It is AbortusInformatie.nl’s general policy to report illegal activity to authorities, as 

we take care to operate within the laws for free-
dom of expression, and will not be intimidated 
into surrendering our expressive right. 
The bottom line given by Arjan Lock in writing 
was that he felt our method didn’t help the cause 
[concerning the topic of abortion and its effects], 
and therefore didn’t see a reason to meet to   

discuss. ‘Uw werkwijze draagt daar in onze ogen 
niet aan bij en ik zie daarom geen reden op uw 
verzoek in te gaan.’ 

Note: where possible we place courtesy signs on 
approaches for members of the public who wish 
to avoid seeing the images, giving  them a 
chance to look away, take a different route,    
distract children, cross the road, avert their gaze, 
etc. We also often, out of courtesy, close the 
signs if we notice children approaching.

In the video footage of the event, the man admits he took the sign. 
‘Zeker, zeker! Ja!’ Van der Wende: ‘Then afterwards the man 
blocked me dead in my tracks as I carried the other picture signs 
back to the car, pushing the signs down to the ground, placing his 
arm along the top of my signs so I couldn’t continue walking, insisting in an intimi-
dating manner I wasn’t allowed to talk about what had taken place. When I said “I 

hear you”, he said “you have heard it, and you also agree?” To this I responded 
that I heard it, and “ik neem het ter kennisgeving aan”. “Oh, that’s all? Ja…” he 
said, coughing, after which I asked for my picture signs back. Only then did he    
release his arm off my property and let me go on my way. We are thankful for ear-
lier positive common ground, and look forward to the time the EO sees the benefit 
of showing the reality of abortion.’ 
 
(3) As showing reality is important to counteract deceptive language used by  
others, we at the same time offered Arjan Lock EO the use of images and video 
footage for use on abortion topics, due to our connections with the owner. But he 

said he was not interested, finding our method not helpful to the cause.  
 
Why did we offer this? In January 2017 they had shown footage in an abortion 
clinic in their EO program ‘Rot op met je religie’. http://www.npo.nl/rot-op-met-je-religie/18-01-

2017/VPWON_1269199  In video 3 of 5, a Dutch abortionist named Olga Loeber is filmed 
in her practice, in which she claimed the following. 

 
On the left of the counter, she had a large  
rectangular PHOTO on the counter, explaining 
this was ‘ABOUT A WEEK AFTER THE WOMAN 

IS OVERDUE, so that is 2 WEEKS AFTER  
CONCEPTION.... ’  (note she specified after  
conception) (‘ongeveer een week nadat de vrouw 
overtijd is, dus die is 2 weken na conceptie’) 
(does she say 2 or 3 weeks??)  

and then in the SAME SENTANCE she moved to the round petri dish to the right 
of the plastic covered picture, and claimed: 
‘here you see... this is a fruit sac of TODAY - this originated after around 6 
WEEKS so very gradually it becomes a little bigger, but you don't find anything 
recognizable in this yet.’  (emphasis ours) (‘die is na een week of 6 ontstaan,

Also, as their enlarged ‘3 week’ photo was in plastic on the counter, one wonders 
if this photo is used to show clients that the baby is ‘nothing’, if they inquire? There 
is no mention of number of weeks on the picture. These are questions we have.

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(4)  March for Life                                                                Schreeuw om Leven 
 
In past years, the organizer of the march for life, Schreeuw om Leven, has made 
agreements with the police in The Hague, that during the annual march for life, no 
abortion pictures may be shown. For this reason, AbortusInformatie.nl has in past 
years notified police beforehand under separate name, to hold their own event 
alongside the march, so that images of the victims of abortion CAN be seen. This 

has worked well throughout the years. 
Police though often attempt to not allow AbortusInformatie.nl to show images,  
especially in The Hague. Rights to demonstrate, however, are embodied in article 
10 and 11 of European Convention on Human Rights, and locally in various articles 
including article 9 of Dutch law. https://www.nederlandrechtsstaat.nl/grondwet/artikel.html?artikel=9 

Only 3 topics are allowed to prevent: the law may set rules for the protection of 
health, in the interest of traffic and to combat or prevent disorder. So not on the 
content. (De wet kan regels stellen ter bescherming van de gezondheid, in het 
belang van het verkeer en ter bestrijding of voorkoming van wanordelijkheden.)

Despite this, The Hague on 9.12.2016 said in writing concerning our medical scien-
tific images: ‘rekening mee houden dat de afbeeldingen op de spandoeken niet 
aanstootgevend zijn voor volwassenen en/of kinderen.’ Note: is the term ‘offensive’ 
subjective, or objective? We carefully design signs which express no opinion about 
the morality of abortion, or the people who elect it or perform it. We also keep oth-

ers in mind as in general as a courtesy we have warning signs on approach routes, 
so people can choose to look away, take a different route, or divert children’s  
attention, and if we notice a child approaching, we often close the signs till they 
have passed, to accommodate others. The Hague on 4.12.2013 said in writing: ‘Ik 
wil nogmaals benadrukken om geen foto’s te tonen die schokkend of kwetsend 
kunnen zijn voor het overige publiek.’ (not shocking or hurtful for the public) etc. 
This goes against the law, in our opinion, as this is about content, not the 3 issues. 
 
In 2017 there was a new location for the march for life: Malieveld, which is huge - 
it’s 10 hectares in size. Schreeuw om Leven advertised the word ‘bewustwording’. 

Police notified us that Malieveld was not available to us. ‘Deze locatie is echter niet 
beschikbaar voor u als demonstratie locatie’. So we asked Schreeuw om Leven if 
they objected to us being there again like in past years, tucked away somewhere in 
a far corner along the sidelines. They responded: ‘Je bent welkom bij de mars, 
maar zonder borden of enige andere vorm van demonstratie.’ Perhaps unclear, we 
reiterated with a diagram of umbrella’s, that we merely wished to be tucked away in 
a far corner somewhere on the huge Malieveld (scenario B of the drawing on the 
next page) with our own paperwork of the authorities. But Schreeuw om Leven  
responded: ‘als de gemeente ons vraagt om advies, dan geven wij aan dat wij 
geen vermenging wensen van de demonstratie van Abortusinformatie.nl en 

de mars.’  Although we have different approaches, we believe we can work along-
side each other in parallel, and look for what unites us as common denominator, 
instead of polarizing differences. We look forward to the time when others will  
understand the importance of showing what the victim—the baby—goes through.  
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We offered an alternative location 
at the end of Koekamplaan by the 
highway, but authorities told our 
lawyer they didn’t allow this, so we 
suggested another alternative on 
the street opposite (red line), only 
to discover on arrival that a white 

temporary fence had been erected 
resulting in our signs not being 
able to be seen by attendees of 
the march for life. 

Schreeuw om Leven organizes  
the March for Life to speak up for  
babies. We use methods that run  
parallel to theirs.  
Sadly though Schreeuw om Leven 
would not allow AbortusInformatie.nl to 
stand anywhere on the Malieveld - even 

with our own agreed paperwork with the  
authorities - so that images could be 
seen during the march for life of the 
victims of abortion (scenario B). 
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Of course, we know there is a cover up on abortion, when it comes to the victims of 
abortion: the babies themselves, being seen. At the march though, with all due  
respect, despite some common ground, instead of showing the children who lose 
their lives through abortion, pro-lifers cover up the victims of abortion.  
We don’t need abortion clinics to cover it up, pro-lifers do it for them! Most 
professing christians aid the abortion industry by shunning graphic images from the 
public eye. We don’t get it - if you go to a march against an injustice, you expect to 

see pictures of that injustice. 
 
We are thankful for the legal assistance we were given. 
 
Police initially had us somewhere in the middle of the city, far away from the march. 
After informing them we were seeking judicial help, they later offered us a new    
location, but then we would be hidden by a row of trees too far away. 
A lawyer started a ’kort geding’ on our behalf, but we suggested 2 compromise    
locations. One suggestion - end of Koekamplaan by the Boslaan - they did not    
accept, but the other - Zuid Hollandlaan along the road by the side of Malieveld - 

was initially accepted, although later on the phone we were puzzled why police 
would only allow it in front of a particular building on that road? 
 
Probably by coincidence, when we arrived we noticed a temporary high white 
fence had been erected the length of the building, resulting in march attendees not 
being able to see our educational display of abortion victims across the street. We 
were able though to educate thousands of passersby, often as they waited at the 
traffic lights.

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Faces and emotions of amazement, shock and disbelief of passersby  
are etched in the minds of our volunteers, who bravely displayed 

abortion victim pictures to traffic passing the march for the life 
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(5) UK police lose court case 
 
Police in the United Kingdom have to pay £ 350.000 for unlawful arrest, stopping 
an abortion picture display done by members of CBR-UK.

We ask for respect for our expressive rights to show what happens to babies   

behind closed doors.  
We hold law enforcement personnel in high regard, and most police officers and 
prosecutors are professional, fair, and conscientious. However, police do not get 
to make their own laws.  
Signs may not be censored merely because a passersby complains about sign 
content. AbortusInformatie.nl though is sensitive and accommodating, with ‘Let 
Op’ courtesy signs on approaches where possible (option: choose a different 
route, avert eyes, distract, cross road), we often close signs if children are 
around, do not purposefully stand in front of primary schools, or times as they  
enter/leave school. 

 
As a consequence of the unlawful arrests of our English colleagues Center for 
Bio-ethical Reform-UK (CBR-UK) staff, and the improper impounding of CBR 
abortion photo signs, Sussex UK Police were ordered by a UK court to pay  
£ 40.000 (€ 44.630) in compensation, and £ 310.654 (€ 346,583) in total fines, 
fees, etc. to their solicitors/barristers. The balance of the award went to ancillary 
charges imposed by the presiding master.  
 
In addition to the equivalent of nearly £ 350.000 which Sussex UK police were 
forced to pay CBR-UK in compensation, fines and fees, the police were also  

ordered by the court to issue a public apology.

March 2017 we notified Platform Zorg voor Leven that we choose to refrain from 
becoming a member. In December 2017 they were taken to court for an advertise-
ment on heart starting to beat at 3 weeks, claiming it was not in line with govern-

ment terminology (not 3 weeks from conception, but claim it should have stated 5 
weeks amenorroe (from LMP) = 3 weeks from conception + 2 non-existent weeks). 
Waz report 2011 page 13 specified standardizing data collection as 
‘amenorroeweken = conceptieweken + 2’. Yet government themselves spoke of 16 
days, or 16 days overdue, instead of 44 days amenorroeweken = conceptieweken +

We are grateful for many positive connections. Being trailblazers though,  

pioneering the showing of images of the victims of abortion in the public square in 
the Netherlands, has lead to quite some opposition from both professing  
christians and liberals throughout the years since we started 40 years after the 
first abortion clinic in the Netherlands opened.  
The pictures make clear the human rights issue. It doesn’t make us popular. The 
few examples you read here, are just that - a sample - with over 40 push-backs/ 
back stabs we have encountered thus far.  Will this deter us? No. We feel it is 
necessary that people are informed, educated and made aware.  
Slogans promote choice, without showing what is chosen. Pro-aborts love  
abortion, until it is shown. If we don’t do it, who will?  

 
If seeing the images is upsetting, it’s because the abortion itself is upsetting, with 
torn off limbs. We simply show what abortion is. With compassion. Had we not 
seen pictures of the holocaust, nobody would have believed it. We (our board)  
are women who have had an abortion, and seeing the reality made us realize 
what we had done. 
But it was too late. So we educate people. See ‘Why we show images’.  
 
We find it a disservice to the victims to publish sanitized pictures that don’t fully 
reflect their plight. We find it a disservice to hold back information, so women 

can’t make a decision knowing everything it entails. Our board (women who have 
had an abortion) wouldn’t have ended our baby’s lives if we had seen  
these images, and realized how our babies would be decapitated, dismembered, 
poisoned or starved. We would have found a different solution. You have to see 
the pictures to know what we’re talking about when we discuss abortion. Settle 
the facts first. People are not afraid of our words — they are afraid of our pictures. 
 
The opinion police and viewpoint blackmail attempt to bully into silence anyone 
who shows what happens. They love abortion, but don’t want it to be seen. 
Apparently it ruffles some feathers. 

  
The pro-abortion people DO this to minors. So why should we be afraid to show 
what they do? Is showing images of dead people immoral? Is it un-christian to 
show the victims of abortion? Things don’t change in comfort zones.  
AbortusInformatie.nl is not afraid of conflict or controversy.  
 
We live in a land of free speech. You don’t have to agree with what is said. But 
others don’t have the right to silence someone who has a different point of view. 
Free speech is there not only for popular speech, but especially for unpopular 
speech. Whatever happened to a healthy debate?  

Slavery was legal, but aiding slaves to freedom was criminalized. 
The holocaust was legal, but hiding Jews was criminalized. 
Segregation was legal, but protesting that it was racism was criminalized. 
And abortion? We gladly embrace the challenges.

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AT5 contacted us, if we knew a pregnant woman, as the CASA clinics were going 
bankrupt, and there was even talk of women travelling to Belgium. Yes, we were in 
contact with a woman in a crisis pregnancy, who said she was willing to be filmed 
holding the door to enter a CASA clinic in Amsterdam to discuss her options (for a 
‘keuzegesprek’) only to find it shut. We set up a meeting, but at the last minute literally 
AT5 insisted the pregnant woman already know she wanted an abortion ahead of 
time, and not be going to an abortion clinic for a ‘keuzegesprek’. The pregnant woman 

was in tears. The reporting shown later did not include footage of a pregnant woman. 
 
Hart voor Nederland phoned us while we stood on the street displaying signs,  
wanting to speaking to our founder as a woman who had had an abortion, during the 
march for life. Sadly half a second too late responding to the phone call. Calling the 
number back though a few minutes later, it diverted to a weekend automatic reply  
default recording saying SBS office is closed for the weekend, so we were unable to 
reach the journalist/camera crew who contacted us for the interview. 
 
We were contacted by EO Live for an interview on the Saturday during Week van het 

Leven. In the studio they would have the director of VBOK and wanted someone with 
an abortion experience—Salome. An appointment was made for an informative talk. A 
few days later Sytze Braak of the EO phoned, for EO Live. We had a long ‘informatief 
gesprek’. Afterwards he looked at our website and notified us he detested us showing 
reality on our website, and that merely sharing her abortion experience wouldn’t do 
her credit, but rather a whole program should be made about her, with all her different 
aspects, views, strategies of AbortusInformatie.nl etc.

‘… the rector of the university said 
that the lecture of Irene van der

“My mother wanted to kill us both, 
she wanted to commit suicide, but at the last moment she said she could not do it,” 
she recalled, pointing out that the rape committed on her mother was a  
family secret that everyone knew, but nobody shared it, not to burden her. 
 
‘I regret my abortion’ were words on the badge attached to the jacket of Irene van 

der Wende. And despite the fact that so many years have passed since these  
dramatic events, still when she spoke about it, there were tears in her eyes.  
 
‘Irene tirelessly makes women aware of the real dimension of abortion, to spare 
them the suffering that has happened to her.  
“When after the rape it turned out that I was pregnant and was directed to abortion 
I did not listen to my conscience”, she recalled. “I thought that if the state and the 
law allow something, it must be ok.” 
 
‘Irene has no illusions - “there are people in this world with cold hearts, who are 

completely indifferent that their child is killed, and their tiny body thrown into the bin 
for medical or recyclable waste” as if the baby was not human and did not deserve 
a funeral. 
Now she fights for the unborn. And it is not easy, because at every step meets with 
hatred or dislike.

etc. and at an evening discussing the opening of an 
abortion clinic in the Netherlands. This year also a 
stack was left at the coffee vending machine at work, 
for when they have their breaks: ‘This is what you 
agree to?
